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ALL MY LOVIN’

interview with Christoph Tannert
How come that you started this cooperation? Did you carry out any common projects before?
We met several times before in Houston (TX) at FotoFest, where worked as reviewers. Peg was totally nice and friendly all the times we met, and we had had a few very pleasant conversations in the past. Which means she wasn't being weird and intrusive, she was just being friendly and interested. It seemed so natural to us to work together. And Peg and I love Poland, so working together with Krzysztof is so much fun. At its core, curatorial practice is all about collaboration – between curators, between artists, and between curators and artists. Furthermore, all of us are fans of brainstorming as a problem-solving strategy, and have used it extensively in our professional lives. So it never occurred to us NOT to collaborate.
How was the idea of the exhibition born?
In 2008 and 2009, we spent a couple of days in Cork, in Berlin, in Łódź. We have found that being physically in the same location works best for us when creating an exhibition.

What does the title All my lovin’ mean? 

Close your eyes and I'll kiss you,

Tomorrow I'll miss you;

Remember I'll always be true.

And then while I'm away,

I'll write home ev'ry day,

And I'll send all my loving to you.

How did you work on the exhibition? How did you find photographers? 

Honesty is the best policy. The best thing you can do for the artists you would like to work with is to stand by what you believe in.

One of the inspirations for this exhibition was Doug Dubois’ project. What was the most touching and surprising thing in his works? 

It's easy to share your thoughts, the information that's in your brain. However, it is not so easy to share the depth of the feelings that live in your heart. Love is a dialogue, it is a gift you give to one another. However, it is a gift with no strings attached.

Did anything surprise you when you worked on the exhibition? 

Contemporary artists are leading the way; we curators, theorists, and critics have to catch up.

Do you have any further plans regarding this exhibition?

This exhibition will have an echo, for sure. All my lovin’ has opened numerous new doors and has reopened many others that have been long disregarded.
